PERFORMANCE ANALYSIS
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Post voyage reports are used to assist owners and
charterers in evaluating the performance of a vessel.
These reports determine how weather and currents
affect the speed of the vessel.

‘Weather Routing, Inc. (WRI) uses daily position
reports obtained from the vessel and all available
sources of data to reconstruct the vessel transit and
analyze weather conditions and currents experienced.
Data sources include the ship reported conditions, all
available ship and land observations, and satellite
data. Real-time current data is obtained from the
Naval Research Laboratory (NRL) and is analyzed
hourly.

An overall voyage performance speed is
obtained by applying the calculated current and
weather factors to the average vessel speed. WRI also

speed,
which is the speed made by the vessel during good
‘weather periods when allowing for currents. Time
gained or loss may be calculated using either of these
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A bunker consumption analysis is also provided
with each post voyage report, as well as a voyage track
map which plots the vessel's daily position and
weather.
